Gentlemen,

The Comptroller of Public Accounts’ Statewide Historically Underutilized Business (HUB) Program is pleased to submit
the Statewide HUB Program’s Fiscal 2022 Education and Outreach Report as required by Texas Government Code Section
2161.126. This report summarizes the program’s education and outreach activities.

In fiscal 2022, the Statewide HUB Program participated in 61 education and outreach events, categorized in this report in
three groups: in-person, virtual and one-on-one trainings. There was one hybrid event that included one day of in-person and
another day of virtual programming.

At 22 in-person events, program staff provided marketing, education and participation with booths when available.

+ At 30 virtual events, program staff provided planning, marketing, training and participation in virtual booths when
available. One of these events was a HUB Coordinator training on the HUB reporting requirements and processes.

At 9 one-on-one trainings, program staff provided education on the new HUB certification system and compliance
processes, Centralized Master Bidders List (CMBL), Electronic State Business Daily (ESBD), National Institute of
Governmental Purchasing (NIGP) Commodity Codes, Mentor Protégé Program and additional customer service website
tools.

Our education and networking trainings focused on the new HUB certification processes and how vendors can build a
successful HUB profile that includes accurate commodity code description and contact information. The trainings provided
detailed information on the state’s procurement process; best practices for interacting with HUB coordinators and purchasers;
HUB resources including Electronic State Business Daily (ESBD), Centralized Master Bidders List (CMBL) and HUB reporting;
HUB certification requirements; and tips for successful competitive bid responses.

The Statewide HUB Program remains committed to expanding the awareness of the state’s program by working daily to
prepare HUBs for bid solicitation responses and strengthening their ability to use the online system. The participation of
certified HUBs in the state procurement process is designed to increase the number of HUB awards.

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INTRODUCTION

As administrator of the State’s Historically Underutilized Business
(HUB) Program, the Texas Comptroller of Public Accounts (CPA) is
responsible for facilitating the statewide use of HUBs by effectively
promoting business opportunities and ensuring the integrity of the
HUB Program through certification, compliance, education and
outreach efforts, and reporting functions.

The Texas economy is growing, and we see that reflected in the
16,258 actively certified HUBs in fiscal 2022. HUBs continue to
turn to the state as a trusted source for ongoing procurement op-
portunities. Virtual meeting platforms created a convenient option
for the Statewide HUB Program to meet the education and outreach
needs. The Statewide HUB Program offered both in-person and
virtual training options based on vendor preference. These options
also expanded and created new training opportunities with other
state agencies, new local government entities, active and potential
HUB vendors, and our Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) partner
organizations.

From July 2020 through fiscal 2021, the HUB Program transitioned
to the new online certification system. This platform has presented
benefits and challenges in its evolution to replace the all-manual
processes of the past. The online certification system offers a much
easier application process for vendors by eliminating the need to
manually present documentation; however, Statewide HUB staff has
encountered an increased need for one-on-one training with vendors
who need help successfully uploading and completing application
submissions. Another obstacle encountered was the integration of
the MOA with the HUB certification process to meet the platform re-
quirements for HUB certification documentation. HUB staff continue
to work closely with the platform host to identify areas for growth and
create processes that streamline the accuracy of compliance and
certification reporting.

In fiscal 2022, training topics included navigating the new online
HUB certification system, accessing HUB resources that increase

a HUB’s opportunity for success, encouraging HUBs to register on
the Centralized Master Bidders List (CMBL) and building successful
HUB profiles with accurate commodity code descriptions. The state-
wide HUB program continuously evaluates the outreach and training
initiatives against the needs of agency and university HUB programs,
certified and potential new HUBs, and our MOA organizations.

The Statewide HUB program is responsible for the oversight of

the state’s Mentor Protégé Program and for helping agencies and
universities interested in sponsoring the mentors and protégés in
these agreements. In fiscal 2022, the state agencies and universities
sponsored 139 approved HUB Mentor Protégé Agreements.

The Statewide HUB program’s website continues to serve as an im-
portant source of information and resources for vendors seeking to
do business with the state entities. More than 93,000 visitors viewed
the HUB website in fiscal 2022.

The Statewide HUB program is required to report the education

and outreach efforts each fiscal year to the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, Speaker of the House of Representatives and other key
legislative members as stated in Texas Government Code 2161.126.
This report provides an overview of the efforts the program has made
to assist agencies, universities and HUB vendors to understand the
HUB good faith effort in procurement and increase the ability of
HUBs to do business with the state of Texas.

VISION, MISSION AND
PHILOSOPHY

Our vision is to certify qualified minority-, woman- and service-
disabled veteran-owned small businesses in Texas as HUBs and
increase their award opportunities.

Our mission is to encourage agencies to increase the use of HUB
vendors in state purchasing and provide HUBs with useful informa-
tion on the state’s procurement process.

Our philosophy is educating HUBs in the procurement process to
improve their ability to respond to solicitations and be ready, capable
and able to do business with the state of Texas.

Through education and outreach efforts in fiscal 2022, the HUB
program:

e Administered the program’s online certification and compli-
ance functions.

e Developed and administers the HUB rules based on the
statutes to ensure full and equal access to state contracting
opportunities for qualified businesses.

e Provided educational trainings on resources to HUBs to
increase their ability to participate in the state’s procurement
and competitive bid processes, including:

e Centralized Master Bidders List (CMBL)

e Electronic State Business Daily (ESBD)

¢ National Institute of Governmental Purchasing (NIGP)
e HUB Coordinator Contact List

e Encouraged state agencies and universities to establish a
compliant internal HUB program.

e Assisted state agencies and universities in education and
outreach efforts to increase their good faith efforts with HUB
vendors.

e Educated HUBs to use the Semi-Annual and Annual Expendi-
ture Reports as a business development tool. These reports
provide a picture of the good faith efforts the entities provided
individually and as aggregated on a statewide basis.

TEXAS COMPTROLLER OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS
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POLICIES ON EDUCATION,
OUTREACH AND INFORMATION
DISSEMINATION

The Statewide HUB Program’s education and outreach activities

are designed to provide full and equal learning opportunities for all
qualified HUB businesses involved in state contracting, based on
the goals specified in the 2009 Texas Disparity Study. The program
works closely with certified HUBs, established MOA organizations,
other minority- and women-owned business organizations, trade and
professional organizations, chambers of commerce, state agencies,
and institutions of higher education that can help HUBs competi-
tively participate in state procurement opportunities.

The Statewide HUB Program disseminated information using the
Economic Opportunity Forums (EOF) calendar of events and market-
ing email campaigns to notify HUBs of potential training opportuni-
ties.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT EDUCATION AND
OUTREACH

The Statewide HUB Program holds 12 MOAs aimed at increasing
HUB certifications and collaborates with each of the organizations
throughout the year.

DFWMSDC and HMSDC each host annual conferences with a
Senate-sponsored Spot Bid Fair. Senator West sponsors a Dallas-
area Spot Bid Fair, and Senators Alvarado and Miles sponsor a
Houston-area Spot Bid Fair. Both allow the Statewide HUB program
to participate in planning, education and marketing, while state
agencies participate by presenting procurement opportunities.

The Statewide HUB Program co-hosted the GTMBC’s Annual “Build-
ing Your Dream” HUB Expo and created new localized programming

that brought in record-breaking attendance from agencies, universi-
ties and vendors.

At MOA-hosted small business forums, the Statewide HUB Program
provided small business owners and aspiring entrepreneurs with
timely and relevant advice on how to grow and sustain their business
relationships with the state. These forums also provided networking
opportunities with other entrepreneurs, business owners and state
agency procurement professionals.

EDUCATION AND OUTREACH GOAL
AND STRATEGIES

The Statewide HUB Program will prioritize efforts to provide educa-
tion and outreach to small business vendors, HUB vendors, agency
and university HUB and procurement staff, and HUB certification
partnership organizations (MOAs) with the goal of increasing HUB
participation in the state’s procurement process.

STATEWIDE HUB PROGRAM GOAL:

Promote full and equal business opportunity access for all HUB-
qualified small businesses in state contracting.

STRATEGIES TO MEET FISCAL 2023 GOAL:

Strategy 1: Help agencies and universities interpret and implement
HUB rules related to the good faith effort, HUB subcontracting
requirements, HUB reporting, HUB forums, Mentor Protégé Program
and the role of the HUB Coordinators.

Execution: Maintain and review the HUB program by establishing
rules and providing forms.

Strategy 2: Provide training to agency and university HUB programs
that can assist in implementing good faith effort procurement prac-
tices to increase HUB participation.

Execution: Communicate regularly with HUB Coordinators to guide
and equip them with the tools to effectively establish a compliant
HUB program. This is achieved by providing trainings at HUB Discus-
sion Work Groups and one-on-one meetings with purchasing staff.

Strategy 3: Assist agencies in identifying and certifying HUBs.

Execution: Through the Statewide HUB Program education and out-
reach efforts, prospective HUBs are identified, certified and listed in
the HUB Directory.

Strategy 4: Provide agencies and universities guidance on accurate
and efficient HUB reporting procedures.

Execution: Effectively communicate and distribute HUB reporting
requirements, deadlines and portal instructions.
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FISCAL 2022 GOALS ATTAINED

The Statewide HUB Program has four primary responsibilities in
administering the program:

e (Certification of minority-, women-, and service-disabled
veteran-owned small businesses.

e Compliance of HUB certification.
e Education and outreach:

e Vendors — provide education in the state procurement
process and business resources to assist in business
development and competitive bid contract opportunities.

e Agencies/Universities — HUB programs assist with
training, planning and implementing their internal HUB
programs; and increase education and outreach efforts to
HUB-certified businesses that could participate in state
agency and university opportunities.

e Preparation of the Semi-Annual and Annual Statewide HUB
Expenditure Reports.

The Statewide HUB Program participated in 61 education and
outreach events in fiscal 2022. Events provided training on the HUB
Certification system and requirements, HUB Resources (CMBL),
ESBD, NIGP Commodity Code Profiles, HUB Coordinator List, HUB
reporting for business development, and understanding the state
procurement process, including how to prepare a compliant HSP
form and creating networking opportunities for HSP participation.
Events and trainings were virtual and in-person, using two types of
education and outreach formats:

e Education and networking events (outside organizations and
agency or university HUB Forums).

e \endor one-on-ones.

Fiscal 2022 included participation in two HUB Expos in cooperation
with the DFWSMDC Annual Conference and Senator West’s Doing
Business Texas Style Spot Bid Fair and with the HMSDC Spot Bid Fair
and Annual Business Expo. Education seminars included agency and
university HUB procurement schedules and upcoming projects, HUB
certification, HUB resources, navigating the CMBL and ESBD, and
other business development tools.

The Statewide HUB Program co-hosted GTMBC’s annual HUB Expo
and incorporated new programming to give the event a fresh feel by
announcing new area focused state procurement opportunities for
current and prospective HUB vendors. The more than 200 attendees
included representatives from 80 agencies and vendors from around
the greater Beaumont area.

The Statewide HUB Program was also successful in its endeavor to
increase the number of MOA-hosted events — from six MOA organi-
zations in fiscal 2021 to eight in fiscal 2022.

The implementation of new marketing and outreach materials, such
as updating Statewide HUB brochures, creating new HUB event
materials and making shareable online resources easier to access,
created more opportunities to educate current and prospective HUB
vendors. The new online HUB Certification system has also created
the opportunity to author outreach campaigns and directly inform
HUB vendors in the database about all HUB-related events.

Note: The new certification system provides more accurate reporting
of the total number of active HUBs and applications submitted and
expired per fiscal year. The total number of HUBs certified did not
change significantly from fiscal 2021 to fiscal 2022; however, new
and recertified applications reflect expired HUBs that are returning
for certification and applying directly with Statewide HUB’s online
system. Note that an applicant whose previous HUB certification had
lapsed for more than six months is categorized as a new application.
The program’s education and outreach has focused on attracting
applications through the new certification system, promoting CMBL
registration among HUBs and establishing accurate NIGP codes in
HUB/CMBL profiles to increase the HUB procurement opportunity
notices. Both CPA HUB and MOA HUB certifications have each
increased with higher-than-average totals.
